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The VVoice around the Lake

Since May 26, 1947, the
Buckeye Lake Area Civic
Association has become
the voice for the residents
who make their homes
around Buckeye Lake.

Joining the effort to in-
stall a gravity sewer sys-
tem along the North
Bank in the mid-50s, the
Civic Association assisted
in the process of provid-
ing this necessary service
to those residents.

In the mid-80s, your Civic
Association played a ma-
jor role in the effort to
establish a public sewer
system for all but a hand
full of the homes located
around the lake.

When ODNR wanted to
remove all of the trees on
the dam, BLACA joined
the citizenis group to
thwart their efforts.

Twenty five years ago,
the Tour of Homes began,
showcasing homes
around the lake and pro-
moting the lifestyle that
we enjoy all year long.

When the Historical Soci-
ety was in its infancy, we
offered our facility for

their organizational
meetings. Today, they

return the courtesy for

our monthly Trustee meet-
ings.

ODNR sponsored a Value
Engineering Study of the
proposed plans for the dam
improvement project.
BLACA requested citizen
involvement, to enable the
engineers to better under-
stand the needs and con-
cerns of the residents who
live on the dam.

When developers at-
tempted to place 80 new
docks on the lake along
with a shoreline parking
lot, residents enlisted the
Civic Association to assist
them in their struggle to
change their original plans.

Residents again called on
BLACA to lend a hand
when politicians blocked
the installation of sewer
lines to the final 295 resi-
dents who were left without
service during the 80s in-
stallation.

The final remaining struc-
ture from the Buckeye
Lake Amusement Park was
falling into disrepair. Once
again, with the help of
many volunteers, the Civic
Association pitched in and
made the improvements to
preserve this historic site.

Beach restoration began

with Fairfield and
Brooks Park, followed by
the construction of the
all new Crystal Beach,
all under the leadership
of the BLACA Officers
and Trustees.

When the Licking
County Commissioners,
under the advisement of
their consultants,
wanted to finance the
sewer expansion project
with 6% 30 year bonds,
members of BLACA once
again found themselves
involved in the process
and provided assistance
in the approval of a 20
year 1% loan, saving the
customers $11 million
dollars in the process.

Representing all
neighborhoods that make
up the Buckeye Lake
area, the Civic Associa-
tion has established it-
self as the voice of the
people.

We should all take pride
in the fact that we sup-
port such a strong or-
ganization. Your mem-
bership provides the fi-
nancial support and,
equally important, the
strength in numbers that
make possible the Civic
Association{s success.
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Financial Report

Under the leadership of our
Treasurer, Jim Graham, the Civic
Association continues to enjoy
solid financial performance.

Total income for this past year
was $ 33,700 with $13,000 coming
from the Tour of Homes, $ 9,000
from the Reverse Raffle $ 5,500 in
membership dues and $ 3,300 as a
result of the OSU football pool.

Total expenses for the year were
$ 29, 287.01, including $ 11,300
for fund raising activities, $ 5,000
start-up costs for Buckeye Lake
for Tomorrow [BLT] and $ 2,200
membership expenses, including
the cost of producing and mailing
our quarterly newsletter, The
Shoreline.

Community donations included
$ 1,500 to Tips for Tots, $ 1,500 to
BLASST, $ 500 each to Friends of
the Buckeye Lake Library,
Greater Buckeye Lake Historical
Society and the Millersport Pool.

After all of the miscellaneous in-
come and expense items were ac-
counted for, the net ordinary in-
come for the year was $ 4,412.99.
Interest income added another
$849.34 for a total net income of
$5,262.33.

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High Powered Boats on Buckeye Lake

This past Labor Day week-end,
we received several complaints
about the high speed Cigarette
Boats racing up and down the
east end of the lake.

A follow-up call was made to Tim
Waln, Regional Parks Manager,
regarding the options that we
may have as residents, who fear
that someone is going to get hurt,
if these activities continue.

The first suggestions usually de-
mand limiting horsepower ratings
on the lake, however, as you can
see from Timis remarks, that may
not be a viable alternative. In
fact, many of the lakes that have
limitations on horsepower, are
changing their status to unlim-
ited to encourage additional boat-
ing usage.

Based on the State Park
Directory as kept by the
Ohio Department of Natu-
ral Resources, there are 29
lakes  with  unlimited
horsepower ratings. Eight-
een lakes permit Electric
Motors Only. One lake
permits no motors at all.
Portage Lakes limit their
horsepower ratings to less
than 400 and there are 10
lakes who limit their boats
to under 10 horsepower.

Although, most of us would prefer
that these boats were banned
from the lake, there appear to be
at least 3 individuals who think it
is perfectly acceptable to run
down the lake at speeds approach-
ing 80 mph.

If you have any strong feelings or
opinions regarding speed on the
lake, please include them with
your membership renewal. The
Officers and Trustees will con-
sider all suggestions and work
with ODNR on improving the rec-
reation environment for everyone.
